Summary of Highlights and Challenges

When Beatrice Rafferty School learned it had not met the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) standards in math in 2008-2009, the staff engaged in a number of activities that were designed to improve instruction and better address individual student needs.  Some of these included: participation in professional development activities, including sessions that targeted content area knowledge and gaps in program coverage; an extensive review of student data from a number of ongoing assessments, and the School Committee supported hiring a part-time Mathematics Coach.  Unfortunately, the coaching position has remained unfilled do to a lack of qualified applicants.  We are hopeful to have the position filled in the near future.  

In 2009-2010, 53% of students at Beatrice Rafferty School met or exceeded the standards in reading, and the State target was 66%.  In that same year, 44% of students at Beatrice Rafferty School met or exceeded the standards in mathematics.  The State target was 60%.  Beatrice Rafferty School made AYP in both reading and mathematics through the safe harbor provision.*  The improvements in student performance indicate that the comprehensive programmatic adjustments are having a positive impact on student achievement.  

As we move forward, we are continuing our efforts to both improve instruction and increase levels of student achievement.  We do see the significant increases in AYP targets for 2010-2011 school year (75% of students meet or exceed the standards in reading and 70% in mathematics) to be a tremendous challenge as we work to maintain and expand upon our successes.   
*“The state established a formula to reach 100% proficiency by 2014. Using data, each school and district must meet an Annual Measurable Objective (AMO). If this objective is not met for each subject area and each subgroup of students that must be disaggregated, then a confidence band is applied to determine statistical significance to the percentage of students proficient. If the percentage still falls outside of the confidence band, the safe harbor provision is applied. A school that does not meet AYP for two consecutive years will be identified as a Continuous Improvement Priority School (CIPS).”  Maine Department of Education
