	A. Disciplinary Literacy- Music: Students show literacy in the discipline by understanding and demonstrating concepts, skills, terminology, and processes.


	A1. Music Difficulty

Students accurately perform a short musical selection, both instrumentally and vocally, while modeling proper posture and technique, alone or with others.

MIE

1. Sing and perform independently, on pitch and in rhythm, within an appropriate range and with appropriate timbre, diction and posture. 

2. Begin singing in ostinato and in rounds. 

3. Sing in groups, maintaining a steady tempo, blending vocal timbres, matching dynamic levels, and responding to the cues of a conductor (i.e. entrances and cut-offs).
	Students sing their names at the beginning of class and welcome songs such as “Willoughby, Wallaby, Woo,” and “Welcome to Music.”

Students sing echo songs such as “No More Pie” both as a group and independently.

Students will sing songs from many other cultures in the world music hints 
	Students in the kindergarten through 2nd grade will participate in a 3 year cycle of world music (12 countries in total).  The first eight are as follows:

African countries

Sweden

Ireland

Arabic countries

Slovakia

Dominican Republic

	A2. Notation and Terminology

Students identify and read musical notation, symbols, and terminology of dynamics.

a. Read whole and half notes in 4/4 meter signatures.

b. Identify symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics.

MIE

1. Read whole, half, and quarter notes in 4/4 time signatures.  
2. Identify symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics, tempo, and articulation and interpret them correctly when performing.  

3. Sing from memory a varied repertoire of songs from diverse styles, genres, and cultures.
	Rhythm cards 

Poison rhythm game- call and response rhythm game with visual, don’t respond to the “poison rhythm”

Use of dynamics in songs from other cultures

	A3. Listening and Describing

Students listen to and identify elements of music including meter and simple form and attributes including loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low, and long/ short beat and steady/strong beat.

MIE

1. Identify the instruments of the orchestra/band from different cultures by sight, sound, and family.

2. Identify high/low, short/long, fast/ slow, and soft/loud sounds.
	Create a “statue” for each section or chord heard

Dances with music of different cultures (i.e. “Suma Goodorn” from Sweden and “Alabama Gal” from the southern United States)

	B. Creation, Performance, and Expression – Music: Students create, perform, and express through the art discipline.


	B1. Style/Genre

Students create or perform short musical selections of various styles and genres accurately applying selected knowledge and skills of:  proper posture and technique;

notation; symbols; and terminology of dynamics.

MIE

1. Perform easy, rhythmic, melodic music by using instruments from the classroom.

2. Perform solo or in a group while playing the recorder.

3. Become proficient on the recorder on at least 5 notes.
	Use classroom instruments with world music units

Conducting game with a bell

	C. Creative Problem-Solving: Students approach artistic problem solving using multiple solutions and the creative process.
	C1. Application of Creative Process

Students identify and demonstrate creative problem-solving skills.

a. Improvise to solve problems in the performing arts.

b. Imagine and share possible solutions to apply to challenges in creating art.

MIE

1. Choose an ordinary classroom object and create an instrument.

2. Echo “answers” in the same style using call and response.

3. Make up an ending to an existing piece of music.

4. Improvise vocally or by using recorders.

5. Listen to, analyze, and describe music.

6. Respond through purposeful movement to selected prominent music characteristics while listening to music.
	Collaborate with the art teacher to have students make an instrument in art class that is similar to those of the culture in the unit of study and incorporate the use of these in world music lessons

Vocally, instrumentally- in groups and one at a time

	D. Aesthetics and Criticism: Students describe analyze, interpret, and evaluate art (dance, music, theatre, and visual arts).


	D1. Aesthetics and Criticism

Students observe, listen to, describe and ask questions about art forms.

a. Describe the art form by applying grade span appropriate arts concepts, terminology, skills, and processes as referenced in Standard A: Disciplinary Literacy.

b. Ask questions about the art form to further understand how the artist created/ performed the work of art.

c. Recognize a variety of purposes for making/ performing art works, including telling a story and communicating emotions and ideas.

MIE

1. Devise age appropriate criteria for evaluating performances and compositions.
	Students attend concerts in various settings

Guest artists perform for students

Work with parents/guardians at music performances by engaging them in conducting games with a student leader and ask questions about adults’ music (choral responses)

Reinforce during each lesson- classroom management- “auditions” and “conductor”
