Teacher Quality

54 teachers and 27 paraprofessionals are employed by Maine Indian Education.  

· 7.4% of these teachers hold a master’s degree or a certificate of advanced study  

· 3.7% hold a targeted need, conditional, or beginning teaching certificate  

· 98% of veteran teachers meet the criteria for the status of highly qualified 

· 96% of paraprofessionals meet the criteria established in the Federal “No Child Left Behind” Act

It demands that students use complex thinking skills to answer questions requiring interpretation, inference, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation information. Adequate Yearly Progress
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) is the term used to describe the academic progress expected of each school each year.  AYP calculations are based on assessment scores from the Maine Educational Assessment (MEA) in reading and math.  The scores on these assessments for three student subgroups determine AYP (1) whole group, which is all students, (2) American Indian/Alaskan Native refers to the race of the majority of the students, (3) economically disadvantaged students, (4) students with disabilities, and (5) the students are categorized as being limited English proficient.  All five student sub-groups must attain the expected levels of academic progress in order to meet AYP.  States are required to include two additional indicators for AYP calculations.  Maine has chosen to include (1) student participation rate in the assessment and (2) the average daily attendance.

As is shown in the graphic above, Beatrice Rafferty School did not make AYP in reading because the whole school, American Indian/ Alaskan Native students, students who are economically disadvantaged, and those who are “limited English proficient” did not make significant enough gains under the “Safe Harbor” rule.  Beatrice Rafferty School did make AYP in mathematics.
