Summary of Highlights and Challenges

Indian Township School continues to engage its teachers and support staff in extensive professional development in both reading and mathematics to address the ongoing concerns around students’ assessment scores.  Areas of instructional focus have included a continued expansion of Response to Intervention (RtI) services in both reading and mathematics to meet the needs of students who are not meeting grade level standards.  Students currently receive a minimum of 60 minutes of math instruction and 90 minutes of reading instruction daily.  An additional 30 minutes of daily instruction are provided for those students who demonstrate some deficits (Tier II interventions).  For those students who exhibit significant gaps in learning, Tier III services are provided which consist of an additional 30 minutes beyond Tier II.  

Our students continue to show impressive rates of participation in the State assessments.  During the 2009 testing session, there was a 99% participation rate.  The other area that warrants highlighting is the significant reductions in the number of students who fall into the “Substantially Below Proficient” category in both reading and mathematics since 2007.  We recognize that there is a tremendous amount of work ahead of us, but it is important to acknowledge the growth our students have made to date.  

A significant challenge Indian Township School faces in its efforts to improve student performance is our small class sizes.  This factor can result in a considerable fluctuation in the percentages of students meeting or not meeting the standards based on the performance of one or two students.  Despite the hurdles we face, addressing academic proficiencies and meeting AYP targets* will continue to be a top priority for the entire educational community.
*“The state established a formula to reach 100% proficiency by 2014. Using data, each school and district must meet an Annual Measurable Objective (AMO). If this objective is not met for each subject area and each subgroup of students that must be disaggregated, then a confidence band is applied to determine statistical significance to the percentage of students proficient. If the percentage still falls outside of the confidence band, the safe harbor provision is applied. A school that does not meet AYP for two consecutive years will be identified as a Continuous Improvement Priority School (CIPS).”  Maine Department of Education
