	A. Disciplinary Literacy - Visual Arts: Students show literacy in the art discipline by understanding and demonstrating concepts, skills, terminology, and processes.


	A1. Artist’s Purpose

Students recognize a variety of purposes for making art, including telling a story, communicating emotion, or beautifying functional objects.

MIE

1. Discuss how times, places, and cultures are reflected in art.

2. Investigate the characteristics and purposes of the visual arts to communicate ideas, feelings, and meaning.

3. Discuss how symbols and pictures tell stories in original works of art.
	Students will create illustrations to go along with the stories shared in class that are either fictional and/or personally relevant to their lives.

Expressionism will be discussed during the 3rd quarter. Students will experiment with expressing their emotions in their artwork. A specific project students will engage in is the creation of a letter “Y” tree that contains a character that has a specific emotion expressed on its face, and the background needs to “match” the emotion being expressed in the artwork.

First quarter, the students will talk about petroglyphs and the meanings of the different symbols. Students will make an illustrated story using the petroglyphs and their associated meanings.

Students will look at many famous paintings (portraits, landscapes, still life, etc.) and talk about the different features of the compositions using art terms. There will be individual lessons for each of the elements and principles for practice and to assist students in developing a clearer understanding.

Students use basic media, tools and techniques to create original art works.

· painting- experimentation with mixing color, basic organization of space, control of media and various paint brushes;

· drawing- experimentation with various drawing tools such as, oil pastels, pencils, colored pencils, crayons, and use of varied lines and colors to convey expression;

· printmaking- basic printmaking techniques such as, stamping, rubbing, and collograph printing, and the use of textures, colors, and shapes; and line.

· collage- placement of color, shapes, pre-cut and torn paper, composition, textured materials, and layering.  

· sculpture- explore spatial relationships, cut slab, shapes, embossing line, color, and texture.

· ceramics- coil pots, pinch pots, and slab building techniques

	Students will critique Henri Matisse's “Swimmer in the Aquarium.” The name of the painting will not be disclosed until the critique is complete. The students will use “Visual Thinking Strategies” to help the class come up with an idea of what the picture is about, how it was made, etc. as well as look at different art components. Only at the end of the discussion will the title be disclosed, which can reshapes the way the viewer sees the picture.  The students will learn that different people respond to artwork differently and that there is no wrong or right answer when it comes to viewing artwork.
